She went to nursing school in
Chicago but 7 months into it she got very sick and was
diagnosed with bipolar 2, an iliness that runs in her family. The
depression was difficult but Carol decided that she could do
things like everyone else and decided that nursing was not for
her but she wanted a college degree in something else. She
went on to earn a sociology degree at Wayne State University in
Detroit, and a masters in social work. Dealing with depression
and anxiety, Carol would read way ahead and take a nausea
bag with her to class to get through. She started employment
her Junior year doing social work out on the streets. She loved
helping people find the services they needed. After college
Carol moved to San Francisco and during the 1960’s lived in a
young people’s hostel community and worked at a community
center. She met Dennis on a trip across the bay and fell in love.
They married and had two sons, David and Dan, and Carol
stayed home to raise the boys. They decided they wanted to
live in a small town, and after camping in Jedediah State Park
they fell in love with Crescent City so Dennis landed a job with
Crescent Electric and they moved. Carol loved everything
except the weather, but she had some of the best jobs in Del
Norte County where she worked with the developmentally
disabled and with Child Protective Services. When she got
divorced, Carol moved to be with her
mother in Carmel, CA. She spent
17 years there and did work some
but her illness got to be too much for
her. Carol was, and is, very open
about her illness and she would
share with groups to help others.

Carol has two grand-
daughters, Jaelyn and
Jordan. After the first one
was born and Carol was
no longer able to drive or
find transportation up to Crescent City her
son, David, and his wife found Sea View and
brought Carol up to Brookings. Carol loves the beach and she
loves the staff and residents here at Sea View Senior Living.
She is a Resident Council co-president and is very active and
involved. She is always willing to help other residents and also
the staff. She says, “The best things in life are the things you
can share with other people”.
